Instructions


Put the map on the floor so all the children can see it.


Put down the numbers on the correct country (see list) 


Introduce the world map, discuss where we live and ask volunteers to stand on land and sea.


Then ask volunteers to come out and get one thing from bag.


Hold up each item as it is taken from the bag and shout out what it is – or the rest of assembly/class put their hands up if they know what it is.


Discuss: Where would you go to get these things? Where do the shops get them from?


Then read the story, The World came to My Place Today, which shows where these things come from.


Children place the objects on the map using numbers and/or pictures to help them (or for assembly get children to stand in the right place holding the object so everyone else can see them).


Discuss at the end how only two things come from Britain – everything else is from rest of the world.
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
